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Have No Fear At All.

Efrat Shvily is from Israel and works in photography and video. His work
addresses the conflict in his country in powerful yet melancholic ways.
A recent series of black and white photographs of Palestinian cabinet
ministers portrayed a fledgling government, left incomplete with the
outbreak of the second intifada. The work here is strangely fitting for
the cathedral, initially it would appear to be a group of people singing
popular and folk songs, some of which sound like hymns in this religious
setting. These people are in fact Israeli settlers, singing songs that filled
with aspirational and joyous celebration of their new homes in
confiscated lands.
